Current wording of Book of Government 17-5 Proposed wording of Book of Government 
17-5. Amendments Removed.

Treasurer 
A. Where the responsibility for the finances of

the local church falls to the Board, it shall
appoint a Treasurer to handle the financial
matters of the congregation. This person
may or may not be a Deacon.

B. Where the Session retains responsibility
for financial matters, it shall follow this
stipulation: the Treasurer shall report to the
appointing body at each stated meeting,
keeping a careful record of financial
matters. The appointing body shall be
responsible for an annual audit of the
finances of the church.

That section G.17-5 be deleted, with 
following sections renumbered.  

Current Wording of Book of Government 18-3H Proposed Wording of Book of Government 
18-3H. Amendments in bold italics.

To determine the budget of the church and the 
benevolence objectives of the congregation.  

To determine and oversee the finances of 
the local church including the budget and 
the benevolence objectives of the 
congregation.
