Our leadership 
seeks God’s vision, 
articulates it, and 
mobilizes people to 
accomplish it

Our leadership cultivates 
an environment in which 
the church seeks and 
finds the place God has 
for it in his mission.

Our church’s 
primary motivation 
is survival. 

Our church’s primary 
motivation is mission.
