Work with the congregation to reach out into the community with the good news of the Gospel and work 
regularly at bringing new members into the church 
 
Moderate monthly session meetings, congregational meetings and attend quarterly deacon’s meetings  
 
Office work, including the weekly bulletin;  computer, printer, copy machine, etc. are provided in pastor’s 
office.  The church does not employ a secretary. 
 
Be willing to initiate and support adult, children and youth ministries 
 
Regularly attend and be active in Presbytery, accepting committee assignments
